Bro. Bobby was born November 28, 1934, in Coats Bend, Etowah County
Alabama. He attended Coats Bend, and Gaston High. After the death of his
beloved Momma, Savannah, he moved to Calhoun County and attended
Oxford High. He was tall, intelligent, strong, athletic, talented, and the coaches
begged him to play ball. By the age of 14, he was attending school and
working as a logger to help pay for his rent, so there was no time for the
sports he loved. Bro. Bobby was called to preach and ran revivals in Alabama,
Georgia, and Tennessee. He was ordained into the Gospel Ministry on
October 10, 1965. His father in law, Rev. Russell Jones, led the Presbytery.
Bro. Bobby’s first pastorate was Hatcher Avenue Church, in Jacksonville, AL.
He also pastored churches in Etowah and Talladega Counties including Van
Courtland, Antioch on Mclintosh Road, and Hopeful. For many years he
hosted several radio programs in Anniston, AL. The Lipscomb Family would
sing and he would preach and welcome visiting guests. His was a familiar
voice in Calhoun County. He has faithfully served as the beloved pastor of
Sunny Eve Baptist Church for over 20 years.



He has worn the hats of a logger, share cropper, farmer, pipe shop worker,
trucker, bus driver, umpire, radio host, singer, as a skilled farrier (blacksmith),
and as a shipping clerk. He retired from Lee Bros. - Phelps Dodge Company
with over 40 years of service. Horses have always been a large part of his life
and he served as president of the Circle C Saddle Club for many years.

Bro. Bobby’s love for his family, the Scriptures, all children, all animals, music,
good food, good fellowship, preaching, a good laugh, and especially his
LORD has always been evident.

Bro. Bobby entered the presence of his Savior on Sunday, March 26, 2017.
He is survived by his Bride of 65 years, Sarah “Skippy” Jones Lipscomb;
