Dr. H. Wayne Long DVM, 70, of Anniston, Alabama, passed away peacefully
in his sleep on January 11 th , 2024. 

 

He was born to Limon Andrew and Alice Long on August 22 nd , 1953, in
Albertville, Alabama. Wayne proudly earned his Doctor of Veterinary Medicine
from Auburn University in 1979. He was a member of Omega Tau Sigma
veterinary fraternity and was known for his love of Auburn football. Dr. Long
opened Long Animal Clinic in 1989. He was dedicated to his practice, treating
and caring for thousands of pets in Calhoun County and the surrounding
areas over the last four decades. He was widely respected for serving above
and beyond to meet the needs of the four-legged members of local families
and worked until the day of his passing. He also was a proud member of the
Oxford Lions Club and supported numerous other charities.
